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In Geography we have used our numeracy skills to draw climate graphs for the Rainforest and Hot Deserts.  I found the line graphs more challenging than the bar graphs but they are easier with practice.  We have also used scale to measure distance on Ordnance Survey maps - this is hard because we are dealing with large numbers but I think I understand what I am doing now. 


In Chemistry, I found the mole calculations challenging at first.  I persevered with them and now find them easy!  I always get the correct answer!  I was able to help others in the class.  This has given me confidence and I will not panic so much when we have new types of calculation in Chemistry.
